The purpose of this study was to evaluate the early childhood ‘school curriculum’
in the provincial kindergarten in the province of Suratthani, Chumporn, Krabi, Pang Nga, Phuket,

and Ranong.

Among the 180 research informants were 6 school principals, 48 kindergarten year one and year 2
teachers, 30 school board members, and 96 parents. The data collection tools were rating-scale
check-list questionnaire and open-ended questions. Frequency, percentage, means and standard

deviation were statistical methods employed in data analysis.

The findings of the study were as follow:

1) The principals were satisfied with the general outcomes of the curriculum. They were
particularly pleased with the development of the children, the administration of the
curriculum, and the participation of the parents.

2) The teachers were most satisfied with how the learning units were organized. They were
also happy with how students learned their life skills.

3) The school board members and parents strongly approved of the curriculum in that it
enhanced morality and ethics. It led the children to develop in all dimensions, which
were physical, mental, emotional, social, and cognitive aspects. They were also satisfied
with the context bound learning experience, the exploitation of local wisdom and various
learning resources. The contribution of school board members, parents and the wider

community to the school was mainly material support.
