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Abstract
This thesis was aimed to study the level of knowledge and understanding of
school board member’s roles and educational development. The population consisted of 444
school board members in Basic Education Commission, Pasang district of Lamphun. Valid and
reliable questionnaire was designed as a device for investigation and the obtained data was

analyzed by percentage.

The findings of the research were concluded as the following. School board
members of Basic Education schools in Pasang district of Lamphun knew and understood
their responsible roles as well as educational development at a fair level. The analyzed data
showed that school educational administrators outperformed other representative groups in
knowledge and understanding of their roles and educational development. Female school board
members worked out in their knowledge and understanding better than male. School board
members with post graduate degrees possessed knowledge and understanding higher than
any other degree groups of education. Government officers realized their knowledge and
understanding higher than any other career groups. Forty one to fifty years old schoo! board
members played higher knowledge and understanding of roles than any other age groups.
School board members between 20 and 30 years of age expressed higher knowledge and

understanding of educational development than any other age groups.
