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The purpose of this study was to compare Prathomsuksa 5 students’ analytical
thinking skill about “Practice to Be a Good Person” in Social Studies, Religion, and
Culture Learning Substance Group before and after studying using a case study
technique. The second purpose was to compare the students’ public mind about the
mentioned topic before and after studying using a case study technique. Thirdly, it was
to compare the student’'s analytical thinking skill after studying between using a case
study technique and the conventional method. The last purpose was to compare the
students’ public mind between using a case study technique and the conventional
method. The sample drawn using simple random sampling was 60 Prathomsuksa 5
students from Anuban Lam Narai School, Chai Badan District, Lopburi Province, during
the first semester of the academic year 2009. They were equally divided into 2 groups —
the experimental group and the controfled group. The instrument used in this research
were: 1) leaming plans using a case study technique, 2) learning plans using the
conventional method, 3) an evaluation test of analytical thinking skill with a reliability of
0.933, 4) a measurement form of public mind with a reliability of 0.962. The data were
analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The results were as follows:

1. the students’ analytical thinking skill about “Practice to Be a Good Person”
was better after studying using a case study technique at a significance level of .05

2. their public mind about the mentioned topic was better after studying using a

case study technique at a significance level of .05.

3. their analytical thinking skill was better when they were taught using a case
study technique rather than using the conventional method, at a significance level of
05.

4. their public mind was better when they were taught using a case study

technique rather than using the conventional method, at a significance level of .05.
