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The objectives of this research were to 1) study the efficiency in teaching
Buddhism subject of the Buddhist Monks and Novices under Wat Phra Phutthabat
Rachaworamahaviharn, Phra Phutthabat District, Saraburi Province, and 2) compare the
aforementioned efficiency of teaching when the sample was classified by teacher's and
student's opinion. The sample drawn using Yamane Formula was comprised of 373
teachers and students from 12 schools which monks and novices under Wat Phra
Phutthabat Rachaworamahaviharn taught Buddhism subject. The instrument used in this
research was a questionnaire for teachers and students with reliabilities of 0.84 and
0.87, respectively. Data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, t-test, and
content analysis.

The findings showed that

1. the teaching efficiency were as follows:

1.1 in overall, teachers’ opinion on the teaching efficiency of monks and
novices was rated at a high level. When considering each individual aspect, the
researcher found that the monk and novice teacher's personality was rated at the.
highest level. Nevertheless, their educational evaluation was rated at the lowest level.

1.2 in overall, students’' opinion on the aforementioned efficiency of monks
and novices was rated at a high level. Considering each individual characteristic, the
researcher found that personality was rated at the highest level, however, the

atmosphere in the classroom was rated at the lowest level.

1.3 there were some teaching problems found. Those problems were that
students had too less opportunity to participate in the classroom; in addition, the
teaching period was not enough. Another problem was the monk and novice teachers
were not able to prepare learning plans and lacked of the advice to find additional
resources. They also taught using lecturing method which had no activities, out of date
and uninteresting media to motivate students to study. In addition, they could not control
the whole classroom. There was not enough space for Buddhism books. The monks
and novices had a little following and measurement. The evaluation was not based on
real situation, but on the students’ portfolios. Monks and novices did not come on time,
have proper manner, and speak loudly enough.

2. comparing the efficiency of teaching in 8 aspects, the researcher found
that, in overall, teachers and students had the same opinion on all aspects at a
significance level of .05. Nevertheless, considering each individual aspect, the
researcher found that teachers and-students had the same opinion on 7 aspects, except

on the classroom atmosphere.
