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The objectives of this study were 1) to Jstudy teachers’ opinions on the readiness
for using the core curriculum of the fundamental education year 2008 in the model
schools under Saraburi Educational Service Area Ofiice, 2) to compare teachers’
opinions on the readiness for using the core curriculum of the fundamental education
year 2008 when the teachers were classified by position, educational degree, school
location, and educational level. The sample consisted of 174 teachers who prepared the
core curriculum to use during the academic year 2009 for schools under Saraburi
Educational Service Area Office. The sample was drawn by stratified random. The
instrument was a 5-scale questionnaire with a reliability of .97. The data were analyzed
by percentage, mean, standard deviation, T-Test, ANOVA, and Scheffe’s method.

The resuilts were as follows:

1. overall, the teachers’ readiness for using the core curriculum in the model
schools was rated at a high level. The mean values were ranged in the descending
order as follows: construction of the curriculum, school preparation for using the
curriculum, and using the curriculum plan.

2. Classified by position, educational level, school location, teachers’ opinions
were different, the teachers at schools which have one level of education had no
difference in readiness for using the curriculum. However, the teachers at schools which
have several levels of education had statistically significant differences in readiness for
using the curriculum at the level of .05. Additionally, the readiness of secondary schools
was different from that of extended learning opportunities schools.
