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Abstract

In the past, the villagers wove local cloth for their own use in the family but now
the need for local cloth is sufficient and weaving technology has progressed more
including the weavers have been supported by various organizations, the experts in
creating patterns of Paa sin Teen daeng (Red-footed wraparounds) have to conserve the
patterns and there are still productions within villages to create incomes for the
communities. This research had the objectives to 1) study the history of Buriram Red-
footed wraparounds 2) study the local wisdom in red-footed wraparound weaving at
Bann Hua sapaan, Buriram province and 3) guideline in local south Esaan choreography,
Buriram province. The author selected one group of red-footed wraparound weaving at
Baan Hua Sapaan village, Putthaisong district, Buriram province. The group had 24
respondents consisted of 8 knowhow persons, 12 practitioners and 4 general information
providers chosen purposively. Data collections were by interviewing and observations.
Data analysis was according to the objectives of the research and data were presented
by descriptive analysis.

Research findings revealed the area had a long history concerning the weaving of
red-footed wraparounds. In the past, the villagers wove the red-footed wraparound for
the wearing of family members. There have been transfers of weaving local wisdom
from the ancestors to the next generations continuously until founding a red-footed
wraparound weaving group at Baan Hua sapaan village to increase incomes for the
villages and households. Production steps include raising silkworms, boiling silk
cocoons, spinning from cocoons, cleaning and dying silk, pattern creations and conserve
to present day. Important tools for weaving include weaving beaters and looms and the

looms make silk fabric firm, smooth, tough, beautiful and with more artistic value than



cloth woven by machines. It was noticeable that most of the weavers were women
who had skills and great patience. Government and private sectors should help
concerning designing patterns and sales. This is truly a participatory local wisdom village
culture right from participation in planning, making, owning, benefiting and community
strength that creates balance and sustainability of red-footed weaving handicraft. This
also provides guidelines in choreography of local south Esaan in accord with the
patterns of produced red-footed wraparounds in existing patterns or conserved
patterned to become guidelines for choreography as dances of identity and specific
characters of south Esaan dances, Buriram province.

Conclusion: This made the author understand the history of red-footed
wraparounds, the local wisdom in the weaving, steps of production of the red-footed
wraparounds, the creation of conserved patterns and the inspiration as guideline to
choreograph dances of south Esaan inspired by the produced red-footed wraparounds.
Results of this research could be used as guidelines for choreograph local Esaan shows
in the future.
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
