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The objectives of the research were to study: 1) The aim of King Vajiravudh’s
intentions in making arts is to study: 1) the influence of local and global contexts on
artists” creation 2) artistic patterns creating in King Vajiravudh Reign 3) King Vajiravudh’s
own intentions. The research has conclusions as follow: towards what influenced
artists’ creation during King Vajiravudh’s period, locally it was impacted by the lack of
solidarity among Thai citizens; whereas globally by conflicts of 1) the denial of
monarchy 2) the dissemination of Socialism and Democracy 3) the first World War.
Artistic patterns preferred by Rama VI included 1) Thai traditional arts 2) western art 3)
the combination of Thai and western art. King Vajiravudh’s intentions in making arts
were 1) to conceptualize memories through the making of “Monument” 2) to conduct
Nationalism 3) to preserve, direct and create Thai identity. All three observations are
related to the context of the reign of King Vajiravudh during his encounter with the
problem of the unity of the people. Use nationalism to inspire nationalism. King
Vajiravudh created the history and memories together by creating monuments based
on Western concepts, centered on the monarch. King Vajiravudh created fine arts in
both Thai and traditional styles and applied them to the contemporary Western
world. These works of art have been directed and selected to represent the prosperity

and civilization of the nation. It has been sponsored by the monarchy only.
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
