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The objectives of this research were to: (1) study of the original identities,
cultural traditions, and lifestyles of the Thai Song Dam Tribe, (2) study on the potential
development of activities in creative tourism of the Thai Song Dam Tribe; and (3) find
of potential development approaches of creative tourism activity of the Thai Song
Dam Tribe, Ban Don subdistrict, U-Thong district, Suphanburi province. The research
methodology was conducted based on 4 steps of research and development. The
first step is implemented a collection data (R1) by using of the semi-structured
interview form from 20 key informants consisted of communities, community leader,
local entrepreneurs/service providers, personnel of tourism development and
promotion agencies. The next step is the model development of creative tourism
activities (D1) which tourists implemented this development of creative tourism
activities (R2). Afterward, evaluation of activities (D2) by the questionnaire consisted
of 30 tourists and 3 experts, the statistics included frequency, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation were used in the research. The findings results are presented as
following:

1. The Thai Song Dam Tribe, who live in Ban Don subdistrict, U-Thong district,
Suphanburi province, has the inheritance of traditional culture from the ancestors.
The representatives of the original identity, cultural tradition, and lifestyle are separated

in 7 issues which included dress, fabric, language, food, house, tradition and profession.



2. The study on the potentiality of development in creative tourism activities
of the Thai Song Dam Tribe, Ban Don subdistrict is based on 3 issues:

2.1 Activities that will be developed as creative tourism particular included
dyeing cloth, learning Tai Dam language, and sewing.

2.2 Factors supporting the development of tourism activities consist of
(1) facilities in tourism areas include homestay, restaurant, signs, souvenir, and parking.
The things that should be improved and developed in order for ready to support the
tourists are included establishment of a public relations and tourism information center
as well as public toilet service. (2) The participation of people in the community for
tourism management, the Thai Song Dam Tribe from 3 of 8 villages get involved which
are the leader group in tourism development under the Cultural Tourism Promotion
of Thai Dam Ban Don Club. (3) There have relevant agencies, inside and outside the
area that provided the support for tourism development in term of budget, human
resources development, and planning of improvement of landscape and build a cultural
center, etc.

2.3 Situational analysis has been found that the Thai Song Dam Tribe, Ban
Don subdistrict has a potentiality to develop creative tourism activities in theirs area.
The operation is divided into 3 steps included development of the activity formats,
activity arrangements, and evaluation of activities.

3. Tourists have an overall attitudes and each side toward to creative tourism
at the most agreeable level including the area, sustainability in the area, and interaction,
respectively.

4. Tourists satisfied to creative tourism activities of the Thai Song Dam Tribe
at very high level, and the experts given opinions that the activities are suitable at
the most level.

5. Guidelines of potential development of creative tourism activities of the
Thai Song Dam Tribe have 4 guidelines special included cultural relay person, activities

format, presentation media, and environment.
