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Socio-Economic Factors on Participation of Local Institutions on Coastal Fisheries

Management in Petchaburi Province

Abstract

Study on socio-economic factors on participation of local institutions on coastal fisheries
management has been conducted in the coastal areas of Petchaburi province; composing 30 communities
from 10 sub-districts. The survey has interviewed 424 fishers and 52 officials of local administrative
organizations by structured questionnaires.

Half of fishers in study areas or 50.71% were 45-59 years old. Most of them have
experiences on fishing operation more than 20 years. The fishers about 91.75% have been educated in
primary school level. The monthly average revenue of fishing household were 5,001 -10,000 baht. The
monthly expenses were almost the same amount of the revenue.

The activities on fisheries conservation or management in these areas were the
replantation of mangrove tree, the community’s aquatic bank, the artificial reefs installation and fish
releasing. The study showed that the fishers have been participated in these kinds of activities in low
level. There were only 3 sub-districts that have the moderate level of participation from fishers. The
expectation of fishers about participation in fisheries management was expressed in positive way. Most
of them want to participate in the determination of management measures; especially in the planning

and approving the measures.
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
