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The purpose of this study were to 1) investigate the young children’s rational
thinking in demonstration schools in Bangkok and its vicinity under the supervision of the
Office of the Higher Education Commission 2) study the patterns of the family’s
parenting based on the sufficiency economy concept in demonstration schools in
Bangkok and its vicinity under the supervision of the Office of the Higher Education
Commission, and 3) determine the relationship between the family’s parenting based on
the Sufficiency Economy and the young children’s rational thinking

The research sampling groups comprised of parents and 226 5-6 years—old
children studying in the demonstration school in Bangkok and its vicinity under the
supervision of the office of the Higher Education Commission. The research instruments
were questionnaires asking about qualifications in parenting children. The questionnaires
consist of four aspects which were moderateness, rationality, immunization, and rational
thinking, with the reliability of .905, .939 and .945 respectively. The research statistics
used were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Pearson s Product
Moment Correlation Coefficient.

The findings revealed

1. In general The young children’s rational thinking was in moderate level. The

first aspect in rational thinking was multiple secondary relations. Others were multiple



classifications, asset of categories, asset of conservative volume replacement, and a set
of continuous conservative volume, respectively.

2. Rearing family based economy sufficient overall performance level often
mean 2.57 The first is the immunity from the average 2.67, followed by the reasons are
the average 2.53, and the. Modest 2.52 average.

3. The family’s parenting based on the Sufficiency Economy concept had the
positive correlation with the children s rational thinking with statistical significance level
at .001.Three aspects of parenting: moderateness, rationality, immunization, had the

positive correlation with and rational thinking at the level of .001 significantly
