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Research on the potential development guidance of eco-tourism management at
Khao Angruenai wildlife sanctuary. The objectives are to study the context of the Khao
Angruenai wildlife sanctuary, management of ecotourism, satisfaction of tourists in the
wildlife sanctuaries and analysis capabiliies to examine ways for the managing
development of accessories by using a combination of quantitative and qualitative
research. The quantitative research was performed as survey research using
questionnaires to collect data from tourists, who visit Khoa Angruenai, on over 300
samples by the opening of Taro Yamane table. The statistics used in the analysis are
percentage, mean and standard deviation. The qualitative research was performed as

in-depth interview and focus group discussion with total of 32 people.

The results showed that Khao Angruenai wildlife sanctuary has land and natural
beauty with fertility as well as wildlife can be found easily that really attract the tourists.
For the plan / policy of tourist management has purpose of the enhancement and
conservation of tourism resources and the community. On the eco-tourism management
analysis of Khao Angruenai wildlife sanctuary found that the area potential, this forest is
part of forest and wildlife resource conservation project and has an unique area. There
are many kinds of wildlife. Visitors can experience the atmosphere that is still very
natural. In the potential of management, this forest has staffs who supervise and
facilitate for tourist in the safety of wildlife. There is also a preparation for the

construction of tourist accommodation to support the number of tourists increased in the
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future. For the potential of activities and processes, there are many of eco-tourism
activities creating the awareness of conservation of forest and wildlife to tourists. More
over it helps to prevent any activities which destroy the ecosystem. And for the potential
of participation there was discussion held between the villagers and forest and wildlife
conservation officers to give opportunities to local people came to participate in
governance processes and development of ecological tourism in the area.
In which tourists visiling the area found that overall satisfaction is high. As
considering the individual aspects, fourists were most salisfied with the area
management and followed by activity and management processes and the participation

respectively.

However, the potential development guidance of eco-tourism management for
Khao Angruenai wildlife sanctuary should consider a new line that emphasis on
collaboration of various agencies to carry ouf the role and mission of the agency. In
management part focus on defining a target area of development to make the wide-
dimensional view of physical, biological resources and social environment through the
people or local communities in conservation and ecotourism managing development for

the sustainable future of conserved forest.
