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The study on the roles of The Supportive Role of the Subdistrict Administrative
Organization on the Retail Business in Samutsakorn province related to the consistency
of the roles of the Sub-district Administration Organizations in Samutsakorn Province
and the expectation of retail business operators on receiving the encouragement from
the government agencies. Since Samutsakorn Province was the 8" province of the
highest Gross Provincial Product (GPP) (2008) and its population was the 2" rank of the
highest GPP per Capita. GPP can be divided into agricultural sector and non-
agricultural sector. The non-agricultural sector was related to industrial production,
followed by retail trade and wholesale trade. Thus, the study in retail trade of
Samutsakorn Province was interesting. In this regard, local agencies, including local
administration organizations, should play a role on promoting and assisting the retail
business operators in Samutsongsakorn to enable to run their businesses strongly.

The researcher had applied both guaslitative research and quantitative research.
The tool used for qualitative research was in-depth interview with key informants who were
government officials fr;)m 18 Sub-district Administration Organizations such as chairman,
or vice-chairman, or permanent secretary of the Sub-district Administration Organizations.
For the quantitative research, the researcher used a questionnaire as a tool for data
collection from 292 retail business operators in Samutsakorn Province. All gathered data

were synthesized, interpreted, and processed by statistical method.

The research result found that the roles of The Supportive Role of the Subdistrict
Administrative Organization on the Retail Business in Samutsakorn provinceconsisted of
1) development of infrastructure such as electricity, water supply, and road, 2) providing
knowledge and developing people’s profession, 3) development of skill in order people
can earn more income, 4) being a coordinator for agriculturists to enable to borrow
money from financial institutions, and 5) making development to local areas. The
development could be an encouragement of commercial businesses in many fields.
However, the direct retail business promotion had not had clear policy. Meanwhile, the
problems on current retail business included 1) expansion of modern retail business
from abroad, g) pricing competition from competitors, and 3) reduction of sales. The
expectations of retail business operators in Samutsakorn Province on assistance and
support of Sub-district Administration Organization in Samutsakorn Province consisted
of 1) branch expansion control of foreign retail shops, 2) assistance on tax, and 3)
‘making development to communities.

As for the expectations of operators and the roles of The Supportive Role of the
Subdistrict Administrative Organization on the Retail Business in Samutsakorn province,
it appeared that the roles of the Sub-district Administration Organization Samutsakorn
Province in the development of local areas and tax assistance was consistent with the
expectations of retail business operators. However, the expectation on branch
expansion control of foreign retails shops was inconsistent with the present roles of

Subdistrict Administration Organization in Samutsakorn Province.
