The purposes of this research were to develop English proficiency test in 4
skills (listening, speaking, reading, and writing) and to improve the test based on a
standardized test. The sample was compbsed of 1,306 forth-year students of Rajabhat
Chandrakasem University. The device was the selection-type tests consisting of 100
questions. CTIA-GRADING was employed to analyze the test.
The research results were as follows:
1. Regarding the test analysis, it was found that:
1.1 The difficulty of the test was at a proper level/
1.2 55 questioné were at the proper standard of discrimination.
1.3 The reliability of the test was at a high level.
2. The test was improved as follows:
2.1 The choices of 36 questions were improved.
2.2 6 questions including choices were improved.

2.3 3 questions were improved.
