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The objectives of the study were to 1) investigate the levels of the people’s
participation in the community development, Tambon Thalang Phetchaburi Province,
2) study the levels of the knowledge of community development, and 3) compare the
levels of people's participation in the community development at Tambon Thalang Phetchaburi
Province.

The findings of the survey research were as follows : the 289 samples were
heads of the family staying in Tambon Thalang Phetchaburi Province chosen by
random sampling. The frequency percentage,mean and standard deviation were used

as the descriptive statistics analysis. The t -test, F -test, and paired differential analysis

by Scheffe’ were used as the referential statistical analysis at 0.05 level of statistical
significance.

The study found that the majority of the respondent were female 54.30%.
Their ages between the rank of 31 years and upper were 56.70%. 36.40% of them had
primary education. 47.00% had an income between 3,001 - 6,000 baht per month,
65.40% were members of the community groups, 82.40% were the Thalang resident
more than 15 years. Moveover, the knowledge of the participation in the community
development was at high level. In addition, the people’s participation in the community
development was at the moderate level.

The hypothesis testing indicated that there was a statistically significant
difference at the 0.05 level between the demographic characteristics, such as sex, age,
educational level, a member of the community groups, and the duration of the Thalang
residence, and the level of participation in community development but there was no
significant difference when compared between an income levels, knowledge levels and

the participation in community development.
