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The purposes of this research were to 1) study the administrative behaviors of grade
1-6 school principals of the government and private schools 2) compare the administrative
behaviors of grade 1-6 school principals as perceived by administrators and teachers of the
government and private schools 3) compare the administrative behaviors of the samples from
government and private schools.

The samples were 60 administrators and 245 teachers from government and private
schools under Jurisdiction of Nonthaburi Educational Service Area office 1. The questionnaire
developed by the researcher was used to the collect data. Descrive statistics : percentage, means

standard deviation and t-test were used to analyze the data.

The results of the study were as follows :

1) The administrative behaviors on five aspects were practiced at the high level
and the highest level of the administrative behaviors was the behavior in planning.

2) The administrative behaviors as perceived by the administrators and the teachers of
government and private schools were statistically different at 0.05 level of significance.

3) The administrative behaviors of the administrators of government and private schools

were statistically different at .05 level of significance.
