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The purposes of the research were to study the teachers' perceptions towards
administrators’ roles in supporting a classroom action research in the primary schools
throughout Bangkapi District Bangkok. Metropolis the educational research included
educational planning teaching leaming atmosphere and environments, improving their
knowledge and performance performing in classroom action researches, and using educational
facilities and to compare the teachers’ perceptions towards administrators’ roles in supporting a
classroom action research according to the status and the sizes of the schools.

Samples were collected from 280 teachers throughout Bangkapi District, Bangkok
academic year 2005 by a proportional stratified random sampling method and simple
random sampling. The data were callected by the questionnaire developed by the
researcher Checklist and Rating Scale with 5 level had 0.8815 reliability with Cronbach’s
alpha coefficients. The data were statistically calculated by mean, standard deviation and

t-test and F-test.
The results of this research were as follows

1. The teachers highly perceived the school administrators’ roles in planning and
policies, building atmosphere and environment for learning, developing human resource,
and supporting research and facilities. However, the perception toward school budget was
at a moderate level.

2. It was discovered that there was the significance of perception level at 0.05 in
terms of sex, research skills, job positions. However, there was no significant perception in
terms of academic levels, and teaching experiences.

3. The comparison among school sizes showed that there was a significance in the
perceptions level at 0.05 on the administrators’ supporting roles for the classroom action
research including planning and policies, school budget, facilities, developing human
resources, and job positions. The research also showed that there were no different

perceptions in terms of research skills and building atmosphere and environment for leaming.
