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The objectives of this research were to study the problems in academic
administration of private elementary schools in Chiang Mai Province and to compare
the opinion of the administrators toward the problems in academic administration
according to their degree, administrative experienced and school size. This research
,was conducted by using all targeted populations who ware 150 administrators from 41
private elementary school in Chiang Mai.

The data were collected by rating scale questionnaire which 100 percentage
return. The statistics used for this research was the pércentage, mean and standard
deviation.

The results of this research were :

1. The problems academic administration in the moderate level were problem
is scope and sequence of learning followed by the problem of academic training. The
problems in low level were teaching and learning followed by measurements and
evaluations.

2. The administrators with degrees higher than a bachelor's degree have
observed more problems than those with a bachelor's degree; the administrators with
more than 20 years of administrative experience, or less than 10 years, had less
problems than the administrators with 10 — 20 years of experience; The administrators
of small schools had more academic problems than administrators of middie sized or

larger schools.
