The research aimed at studying the identity and group processing including
related factors : personal, group interaction and regulation of Racing Gangs in Bangkok.
The research was conducted by purposive and snowball sampling. The data was
gathered by interview and participant observation.

The results were as follows :

1. Car racing on highway in Bangkok occurred in 1982. It was on Vibhavadi
Rangsit road in front of The Palace Discotheque and on Henry Dunang road. It had
gradually expanded around Bangkok since 1997.

2. The population of this study was 13 men aging between 15-18 and 4
women aging 20s. All of them were members of different Gangs. Many of them had
their own business. Some were employees in private companies, writers, soldiers, and
unemployed.

3. In term of identity, they presented themselves as people who enjoyed any
sports. However, their behavior changed when they were in group. Other people looked
them as gangster making other people in trouble. For group processing, they were
different. Each group had a leader and also had both good and bad activities for unity.

4. On the issue of group interaction, the factor that mostly influences to
strengthen the group was the meetings holding at food courts, pubs or bars.

5. In term of regulation, it was found that all informants know about the
regulation. Some of them had been arrested. Some agree and some don’t agree with
the regulation.

The findings suggested that dealing with the problem as in the past cannot
completely get rid of the racing gangs. Therefore, this racing should be pushed to be a
sport or hold at an appropriate place. The findings were also being the guideline for

studying other different ways of deviance behavior.
