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The purposes of this research were : 1) to assess the level of performance
according to the education standard in the area of learners, process and context
at the compulsory education level of catholic schools in Bangkok Archdiocese region
and 2) to compare the level of performance according to the education standard in the
area of learners, process and context at the compulsory education level of catholic
schools in Bangkok Archdiocese region among administrators whom were different in
qualification education experiences and school sizes. The population used in this study
were 240 school administrators at the compulsory education level from 48 catholic

schools in Bangkok Archdiocese region.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. The opinion of the school administrators towards the performance according
to the education standard in the area of learners, process and context at the compulsory
education level of catholic schools in Bangkok Archdiocese region was found that the

performance according to the education standard in the three variables were at the high
level (Ll = 4.14). When considered in each variable, it was found that the education
standard in the area of learners were at the high level (L = 4.14), in the area of
process were at the high level (Ll = 4.08) and in the area of context were also at the
high level (U = 4.23).

2. The school administrators with higher education have rated following the

education standard both in total points of view and in each standard of the three

variables higher than the school administrators with lower education respectively.
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3. The school administrators who had administrative experiences more than
16 years rated following the education standard both in total points of view and in each
standard of the three variables higher than those who got less administrative
experiences but the school administrators who had administrative experiences less than
5 years rated following the education standard in total points of view higher than those
who had 6 — 10 years and 11 — 15 years in administrative experiences and those who
had 6 — 10 years in administrative experiences rated following the education standard in
total points of view higher than those who had 11 - 15 years in administrative

experiences.

4. The school administrators of the large — sized schools rated following the
education standard in total points of view and in each standard of the three variables
higher than those of the small — sized and medium — sized schools respectively but the
school administrators of the small — sized schools rated following the education

standard higher than those of medium — sized schools.
