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The objectives of this study were as follows : 1) to study the teacher's roles
towards smoking prevention in the secondary school of Basic Education Region 2
2) to compare the teacher’s roles according to factors such as personal knowledge and
understanding about smoking.

This study is identified as survey research in the numbers of data samples
were i 308 teachers in the secondary school of Basic Education Region 2. The data
was analyzed using descriptive statistics such as : percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test and F-test.

Research results revealed that teachers who from secondary school in Basic
Education Region 2 have a limited role in preventing secondary school students from
smoking. The primary role of the teacher is in giving advice. Secondary include roles
teaching, participation and activities. There was no significant difference in roles in
terms of smoking prevention or personal factors such as ages, education level and
period ‘of time working for the government. But other factors : sex, marital status,
whether ever smoked themselves, participation in drug training, and knowledge about
smoking determined the effectiveness of the teacher’s role in the prevention smoking

amongst high school students.
