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The objective of this research was to study the participation in educational
administration of the School Board of Samutprakarn Primary Education Office according
to their responsibilities stated in the regulations of the Ministry of Education in 2000.

The population of the study consisted of 90 members of the School Board
from 6 schools in Prakkasa School Cluster. They were representatives for executives
(6) teachers (12) parents (12), alumnus (12) and honorable members (24) respectively.
The instrument used to collect data was questionnaire with 5 - point rating scale. The

data was analyzed to find out fregnency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.
The results of the study were as follows:

Concerning the status of the population, it revealed that there were more men
than women. Most of them were between 41 - 50 years old, obtained bachelor's
degree and had less than 5 - year work experiences.

Regarding the participation in educational administration, its overall was rated
at a high level (X = 4.18). For each point of participation, the performance of
assignments from The School District Committee was rated at the highest level (X =
4.55), the approval of schools annual reports (X = 4.37), the approval of the plans of
the schools (X = 4.35), supporting to protect students' rights, and taking care of
disabled less fortunate and talented students, were rated at a low level (X = 3.88),

respectively.
