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The research purpose was to study the parents’ satisfaction toward
educational management of Wat Samrong School Nonthaburi Province in the areas
of academic, students’ affairs, personnel, buildings and facilities, general affairs
and community relations. Questionnaires were prepared and approved by experts
and had 0.892 reliability with Cronbach’s alpha coeffience. The population were
271 parents of this school in 2004. The data were analyzed by percentage,

mean of population () and standard deviation of population (o).
The result of the study were as follows :

Most parents were female and 26-35 years old, having non permanent
job, minimum or lower educational background. They had enough time to take
care of their children every day. Most of their students were in Pratom 1 to
Pratom 3. The parents were satisfied at high level on personnel, buildings and
facilities, academies, students’ affairs, community relations and general affairs

respectively.
