The people who live in Hadseo nowadays are descendent of Thai-Puan which is a tribe of Thai in the
North of Thailand which known as Lanna area. “TEENJOK” weaving is one of products of Thai-Puan
tribe which is famous of its beauty and unique weaving. Patterns of the weaving have been inherited
from generation to generation. The researcher takes the beauty of Thai Lanna weaving patterns to

develop into contemporary style.

This research has purpose of making contemporary pattern from unique weaving patterns of “TEENJOK”
that produces in Hadseo district, Amphor Srisatchanalai, Sukhothai province for development to

commercial purpose.

Method of research -The research was carried out as follows:

1. Collect “TEENJOK” weaving patterns of Hadseo.

2. Study the unique of weaving pattern of “TEENJOK” textile.
3. Develops the patterns.

4. Examined and selected by experts, producers and consumers.

5. Create contemporary style of weaving pattern.

Presentation -There are 9 favorite patterns in the weaving of “TEENJOK” textile of Hadseo district.
Each pattern consists of main symmetric geometric form of animals, and decorated by composite
forms. The textile has contrast colors, mostly yellow, green on red background. Popular patterns as
“SIBSONGNUAYTAD?”, “MONSIBHOK” and “KRUAYAI” were developed and categorized into 3
groups. From our research, experts prefer the samples of i group, producers prefer the samples of 1"
group and consumers prefer the samples of 1" and 2™ group. Popular patterns of 2 group, Nos. 2, 6,
5, 8 and 10, were selected. They could be developed for new patterns each consists of 5 colors in

different materials and styles that meet with requirement of present consumers.
