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This research aimed to study the community's need for developing the riverside
markef community at Thanyaburi District. The population consisted mostly of married
méles of about 39.3 years of age. The highest educational qualification of the group was
a master's degree. Their main occupation was trading, with the average income of B
9,489.08 a month. Their reason for living in the community was that they were handed
down the houses from their ancestors. They also believed that public relations would help
to revive "Pak Klong” riverside market. Most of them thought that “Pak Klong" riverside
market could be developed to be a tourist attraction. The best ways of developing “Pak
Klong” riverside market to be a sustainable tourist attraction were campaigning,
preserving its environment, arousing the young’'s awareness, setting up rules, establishing
a community organization. From the hypothesis, it was accepted that age, marital status,
jevels of education and side occupation led to different ideas of developing the riverside

market.
