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The objectives of this study were as follows: 1) to study the level of people’s
participation in environmental conservation of Lampaya Floating Market, Bang Len
District, Nakhon Pathom Province, and 2) to compare the level of participation according
to personal factors and knowledge on natural resources and environmental conservation.

This study was a survey research using the questionnaire and indepth interview
from data gathering process. The number of data samples included 135 voluntarily
merchants. The data were analyzed by descriptive statistics : frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation and inferential statistics : t-test, F-test, and Scheffe’ test.
Meanwhile, data gained from the leaders of community by indepth interview were
analyzed by using descriptive analysis approach.

The result showed that among the 135 samples consisted of 87 of females and
48 of males. The result of analysis of people’s participation to natural resources and
environmental conservation indicated that the over all image had average level degree
of participation. Research hypothesis analysis pointed out that marriage status, monthly
earn income and different member groups had significantly different level of natural
resources and environmental conservation at Lampaya Floating Market (P < 0.05). |t
was not significantly different in natural resources and environmental conservation
considering different factors of age, education level, birth place, community residency
duration, information accessibility, and knowledge on natural resources and
environmental conservation. Data from indepth interview revealed that most of the
merchants participated in activities of making the community being attractive, clean and
tidy. As these merchants were busy with their merchandise work, the factor of time
available was an obstacle to participate activities in a level of planning, regulation, or

evaluation which allowed them to participate only in activities according to policy.
