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The purposes of the research were to study quality of life of the primary school
teachers, and to compare quality of life of the primary school teachers, Chaophaya Groups
under Bangkok Metropolitan Administration with classification in personal factors and working
factors.

In data collection, the questionnaire was used as a tool submitted to 323 primary
school teachers in Chaophaya groups, and worked during the year 2004. Percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test, and F-test were used in analysing by a computer program

The study results were :

1. The returned questionnaire were 310 sets, 243 female respondents (78.4
percent) and 67 male respondents (21.6 percent)

2. The result of analysis quality of life of the primary school teachers found that they
had a high quality of life (/\—; = 3.68). The factors were considered from high level to low level
respectively : relevants and usefulness in social ()—(— = 4.04), social integration or working
together (X— = 3.78) , the democracy in organization (1{; = 3.74) , the balance between
working and family life (/\7 = 3.73) , the working condition that was realized in safety and

health (X = 3.73), the stable and advancement of career (X = 3.58), whereas the adequate

reward and justice were in the moderate level quality of life (X = 3.13)

3. The hypothesis testing was found that the personal factors of the teachers, which
were gender, age, the length of working, salary, and debt, were significantly different at level
0.05, whereas the other personal factors were not significantly different. Moreover, the factors
in working of the primary school teachers, who had the different work aspects had the different

quality of life at the significant level of .05, whereas the others were not significantly different.
