Administrators under Bangkok Educational Service Area Office1 towards
Techer's roles of according to the National Education Act 1999.
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The purposes of this study were : 1) to study the teachers and
administrations’ opinions in schools under Bangkok Educational Service Area
Office 1 towards the teachers’ roles according to the National Education Act. 2) to
compare the opinions of the teachers and school administrators toward the teachers'
roles according to the National Education Act 1999.

The sampling group were 320 persons consisted of 297 teachers and 30
school administrators. The instrument for this research was rating scale
questionaire which 100 percentage returned. The data were analysed by
statistical Package for social science for mean , standard deviation, t-test and F-test.

The results of this research were as follows:

1. The opinions of teachers as well as school administrators relevant to the
roles of instructors according to the National Education Act 1999 were in high level
in all aspects.

2. When comparing to opinions towards the teachers’ roles in 11 dimensions
according to the 1999 National Education Act, it revealed that :

2.1 The persons with different sex had no different opinions towards
the development of local curriculums, doing research for improvement of learning
process to learners, development of learners regarding life long sustainable and
educational technology. Meanwhile the opinions of male and female teachers and
school administrators about the roles of teachers were significantly different at .05 level
of significance in all aspects.

2.2 The teachers and administrators with different level of education
revealed no difference in opinions towards all aspects of study.

2.3 The teachers and administrators with different period of work
experience revealed that teachers’ roles were different opinions on learner —
centered method, knowledge and ethics emphasizing method, learning via appropriate
integration, ubiquitous learning, learning with cooperation from all parties, and learners’
development assessment at .05 level of significicance.
