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The research aims were to study and compare the satisfactory of the parents,
the teachers, and the students with the school administratién in the areas of academy,
students' affairs, personnel, buildings, and relationship with the parents and the
community.

The population groubs for this study were 2,340 parents, 102 Srivikorn
teachers and 982 Srivikorn students in 2003 (B.E. 2546). The sample groups, obtained

by stratified Random Sampling, were 347 parents, 81 teachers and 283 students.
The research findings were as follows:

1. The satisfactory of the parents, the teachers and the students with Srivikorn
School Administration in the areas of academy, students' affairs, personnel and the
relationship with the parents and the community were at the high and highest level.

2. Parents: There were significant differences at .05 level among the
satisfactory of the parents who have had the children in different grades in academy,
personnel, buildings and relationship with the parents and community. There were no
significant differences in the area of students' affair.

3. Teachers: There were significant differences at .05 level among the
satisfactory of the teachers who have been working for 1-10 years, 11-20 years and
longer than 20 years in academy and buildings. There were no significant differences in
the areas of students' affair, personnel and relationship with the parents and the
community.

4. Students: There were significant differences at .05 level among the
satisfactory of the students in all 5 areas; academy, students' affair, personnel and the

relationship with the parents and the community.
