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The objectives of this research were to study the level of perception and
expectation of the people on the Police Station for People Project and to find the difference
between perception of people on the Police Station for People Project and expectation of
people on the Police Station for People Project. The samples were 400 residents in the
responsible area of the Metropolitan Police Bureau section 9. The research tool was the
questionnaire which consisted of personal information, knowledge and understanding in the
Poiice Station for People Project, perception of people on the Police Station for People
Project, and expectation of people on the Police Station for People Project.

The results of this research were concluded as follows:

1. The sample group had overall perception level on the Police Station for People
Project in low level. When each item considered, it was found that perception of people on the
Police Station for People Project in office and surroundings improvement was in the highest
level, and the secondary was administration and direction, while the lowest level was a
keeping safety life and property.

2. The samples group had overall expectation level of people on the Police Station
for People Project in moderate level. When each item considered, it was found that
expectation level of people on the Police Station for People Project in administration and
direction was in highest level, and the secondary item was a keeping safety life and property
public relations while the lowest level was searching for cooperation from people.

3. The perception levels of people on the Police Station for People Project were
different depending on genders, ages, education levels, and careers at .05 level of statistical
significance.

4. The expectation levels of people on the Police Station for People Project were
different depending on genders, ages, education levels, and careers at .05 level of statistical
significance.

5. The overall expectation levels of people on the Police Station for People Project

were different from the overall perception levels at 0.05 level of statistical significance.
