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The purpose of this research is to study general characteristics, opinion and the
results from the occupational change in circumference in the area of Lardsawai district,
Amphur Lamlookka, Pathumthani province.

The selected people consisting of farmer using simple random sampling method
are from area of Moo 1% -—11mvillages. After that we will apply the formula of Taro Yamane
to 305 selected people, the method in research in open-ended questionnaire which there
are 4 parts classified as below : 1. General status data 2. Occupation 3. The reason why
the occupational change 4. The result after changing the occupation. The data are
collected by using quantitative method during December 2003 — April 2004 to find out

frequency in percentage.

The results of research are as follows:

1. The background of the former farmers. it was found that former farmers had
several sidelines as employees in order to get more income. The average income was
between 4,001 to 8,000 baht a month. Most of the former farmers finished primary level,
the former compulsory education level.

2. The technology factors which affected to the changing. The most effective factor
was the cost of farming. The other factor was the intrusion of industrial factories around
their farms which caused a iot of pollutant that damaged their crops. Including the factor
the farmers needed more income, they were influenced to decide to be blue collars, for
the whole remaining of their lives, in only six months to a year time. They satisfied with
the blue collar jobs and decided not to tum back to farming. Since they realized that
education had much influence on getting good jobs, they intended to invite and support
their children to study as much as, or at least, a bachelor’s degree level.

3. The results of the changing of occupation. It was found that farmers who
changed from farmers to blue collars led better lives. They increased their money supply
and discharged themselves form debt. The most advantage was that they had more time

to spend with their family.
