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Abstract

This research aims to study on the increase in effective administration of justice in
traffic management by three main approaches, namely, traffic management, control traffic
accident, and prosecution of traffic, respectively. The process is done by collecting
information from multiple documents, query from road users, and traffic polices in the
Chiang Mai area. It also establishes two platforms for brainstorming - (1) the first is on
having a brainstorming meeting of officers and noncommissioned traffic officers, and (2)
the second is on a public hearing of the mobilization of all the relevant sectors from traffic
police, prosecutors and court staff, the probation staff, and road users.

The results showed that the performance of the traffic management 5E's strategy
includes 1). A law enforcement that aims to focus on both the perpetrator who had
committed some offenses against the rules and deliberate violation which is also
considered as an offense in harming another person. First, alerting the road user to abide
by the traffic rules (using banners or leaflets or other media releases.) Secondly, increasing
the frequency of rigorous imprisonment of traffic-related offense against the regulations or
issuing warnings; which are captured by the discretion of the officials. Thirdly, taking the
law seriously against repeating offenders, who commit traffic crimes, by increasing the
penalties. 2). Traffic engineering, although the police are not responsible for the operation
of traffic engineering, can be integrated with relevant agencies such as coordinating with
agencies that are directly responsible for local road safety, risk analysis, and initial traffic
problems at the local level to improve traffic, and setting off traffic lights to be consistent
with the time in traffic and at regular intervals during rush hour, etc. 3). Education can be
utilized as public relations and participation.  Such an example can be acknowledging road
safety in the school bus and having individuals take part in lecturing for the development
of infrastructure. Also, the road safety programs in schools can be used to spread the
knowledge of safe driving. Changing attitudes and understanding road safety management
can be coordinated with local government organizations, such as operations management,
training and the knowledge of the combat vehicle road safety in their local areas, etc. 4).
Emergency medical help can be used as an effective emergency rescue network such as

networking and coordination, medical staffs via exchange statically information, notification,

time to reach the scene, time delivery including cooperate with local governments to the
implementation, and management of medical emergencies to local people. 5). Evaluation
can be done by coordinating the development of systematic monitoring and evaluation
system, monitoring and risk assessment. Members can participate in the development of
information technology to make decisions in the area of achieving a solution that is timely
and accurate. By collaborating with other organizations involved in the development of
information systems within the province, it can determine the appropriate measures;
provide collaboration in the development of information technology and systems for
medical emergency.

The guidelines for the efficient control of traffic accidents are (i) using regulation to
prevent any law being broken or avoid traffic offence. It is also for providing knowledge
about the traffic school courses for the offender to prevent recidivism or impose conditions
on the social activities. (ii) Furthermore, it is for taking into account the judgments of traffic
police who shall enforce the limits of legality, with reason for principle of equality that
includes actions to reduce defects as well as defects in the judgment; and to use
judgments on issues that are over the legal limit

The guidelines for effective prosecution are the following: 1) focus on the promotion
of transport and traffic accident investigation unit that are related to the prevention and
mitigation of work traffic accidents, as well as the public in order to understand the
investigator’s operation. 2) Having a storage depth of knowledge methods in the
investigation of the accident scene to the relevant authorities such as training, preparation
guide, public relation or pamphlet to help alleviate the traffic police. Having meeting and
discussion in small groups to find ways of cooperation between the accident investigation,
ministry of public health (hospital, office of public health division of disease control and
rescue), hospitals and universities and the National Police Agency (NPA) in order to
investigate the accident, so that traffic accidents can proceed efficiently. The investigation
should be carried out in an independent investigation, using interdisciplinary knowledge,
and access to information. 3) The cooperation of several agencies in carrying out an
investigation (such as nursing profession. mechanical engineers, traffic engineers,

specializing in the collection of evidence, etc., which should be established by a
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collaboration of several departments) to create transparency in the process of collecting
evidence as well as establishing confidence within the parties so that the police can
implement a fair process.

The effectiveness of justice administration of the traffic police by integrating traffic
management, The accident control, traffic litigation are defined below:

 Raising cost for the offender because externalities not only have a direct impact on
the parties but also a loss to society such as road user and passenger, an environment. 2)
raising costs such as increased fines could be cumbersome and time consuming. However,
increasing cost of committing the criminal charges were filed with the court such as
conviction, imprisonment, both imprisonment and a fine, driver license suspension, and
learn traffic rules class which means that it will increase cost of the offender.

e There should be measures to record the driver's license and driver's license
suspended by the Road Traffic Act 2522, thus allowing the authority to seize the holder’s
license, record the driver’s license, take part in training and test driving recidivism twice
within one year, and suspend the license of a driver who lose points not more than ninety
days each time to prevent offenders from repeated crime.

o If traffic offenses is prosecuted in a court of law, then it could reduce time
consumption in the process which can be quite cumbersome and unnecessarily
complicated (procedure of litigation in connection with the investigation, filed a stir, and put
the trial judge in a lawsuit against the traffic). Not only does it install a belief in the justice
system but also helps lighten the work of the officers and staff to ensure a speedy traffic
trial and protecting the public’s rights. The alleged offender goes through the legal

procedure with accordance to the nature of the traffic case.
