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ABSTRACT

The feasibility study of resolving the farmer’s land tenure security by using the appropriate right
to use formats for unusable private land: the case study of small farmers in Ban Pong Land Reform Group,
Tambon Mae Fak, San Sai District, Chiang Mai Province. The objectives were to study the feasibility to
resolve the farmer’s land tenure security by using the appropriate right to use format for unusable private
land, and study the adaptation, utilization and various types of land management of small farmers in Ban
Pong Land Reform Group, Tambon Mae Fak, San Sai District, Chiang Mai Province.

The results of the adaptation and land management study had found that; the unusable private
land utilization of small farmers of Ban Pong Land Reform Group allowed them access the land use to create
economic value and security in the livelihoods of small farmers’ family. The land reform aimed to establish the security
in the sustainable land tenure and encouraged small farmers to develop the "Common Rights" land management system,
create the mechanism of land and natural resource management and improve the regulatory agreement for the securing
of land tenure in local community level..

For the appropriate rights model, the “Common Rights” was the most appropriate model of
private land tenure security resolution and was possible to be certified legally through the policy of
Community Land Title as the Regulations of the Office of the Prime Minister on the preparation of the Community
Land Title B.E. 2553, and Land Bank as the Royal Decree on the Land Bank Administration Institution (Public
Organization) B.E. 2554. However, we had noticed that the rights certificate as the Regulations of the Office of the
Prime Minister or the Royal Decree, those legal statuses could be aborted if the government did not support the
community land management approach. Therefore, the security of the legal land tenure may be less than the certified
rights as the Act which was the highest certified security.

Recommendations for the resolutions of small farmer’s land tenure security are (1) The
Government should accelerate the legislation of the Community Rights Act of Land and Natural Resources
Management in the form of Community Land Title as well as the Land Bank Act to assist small farmers access to land
use and their rights had been fully secured . In the long run, the government should promote the public participatory
process of the natural resources and environment management to minimize conflicts and give an opportunity for public
to develop the natural resources management model which in accordance with the conditions of those local
communities (2) Civil Society should promote and support the participatory leaming mechanism among farmers,
academics, developers, lawyers, government agencies and private sector to open the leaming space for farmers to
strengthen their capacity and improve their knowledge (3) Small Farmers should improve to be the institution or
organization with the juristic person status and participate with other social networks to provide more security and power

to small farmers.
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
