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Abstract

Title Development of English Reading Ability Using Phonics
Teaching Method with an Application for Prathom Suksa
5 Students of Banpalao School

The purposes of this research were to develop an English learning
management process, examine effectiveness index on English reading ability of
students, and study the satisfaction of Prathom Suksa 5 students of Banpalao School
towards the English learning management process for the development of English
reading ability using Phonics Teaching Method with an application. The target
population of this research, selected by purposive sampling method, was 21 Prathom
Suksa 5 students of Banpalao School in the 2019 academic year. The instruments
used were an application for teaching English reading, an English reading test, and a
satisfaction survey. The percentage, mean, standard deviation, and effectiveness

index were the parameters used for statistical analysis.

The results revealed that the learning management process on English
reading ability using Phonics Teaching Method with an application for Prathom Suksa
5 students of Banpalao School contains 3 principles. Firstly, the learning
management process is an English teaching and learning process using Phonics
Teaching Method with an application created by the researcher as a main tool in
teaching which includes 4 parts: content, vocabulary, games and tests. Secondly, the
learners practice pronunciation by copying correct examples from the application
until they are able to pronounce the vocabulary, phrases and sentences by

themselves. Lastly, the learners are able to associate pronunciation with reading



comprehension, and, as a result, they can develop both skills. In addition, the results
show the effectiveness index at 0.6161, while the student satisfaction is at the

highest level.
