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Abstract

The objective of “Project for Series of Chiang Mai’s 9 Main Temples
Landscape by Woodblock Printmaking” is to study and develop wood printing
knowledge in order to create art works that record aesthetic values of the arts and
architecture of 9 important temples in Chiang Mai that reflect Thai people’s beliefs

of and the faith towards Buddhism.

This research report is the study of the history and the importance of wood
printing art and Japanese woodblock prints, as well as the study of the process and
various steps of 3 wood printing styles, namely oil-based printing, water-based
printing, and lithograph on wood printing. The purpose of the study is to create art
works using the 3 wood printing processes based on the beautiful landscape of 9
temples in Chiang Mai. The working process is the cooperation between the artists
of the original works and renown wood printing artists so that wood printing
becomes more well-known as an artistic tool equipped with diverse methods and
expressive forms. In addition, it is hoped that with this research wood printing could
be developed for mass manufacturing to generate handicrafts that speak about local

culture and wisdom.
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
