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Abstract

This research examines strategies and competitiveness Enhancement for Promoting
Outward FDI in Thai Textile Industry. The objective is mainly to analyze competitiveness and
opportunity of the Textile industry on Asean international network cooperation. The research
methodology applies concept of Global Supply Chain and Outward Foreign Direct Investment
which focus on CLMYV region for the Thai Textile product development.

The study indicates Thai Textile industry continue to contraction for a decade. However,
Thailand is not the first country which has experienced in this situation. Japan had passed critical
stage which move the textile production base to Korea, Taiwan and Thailand. This lead to expand
growth of the Thai Textile industry almost 30 year. Likewise, Factors that effect to Textile
industry in Thailand is the modernization of China and Asean Textile industries. Not only
industrial development in Chinese and Asean economy but also special trade agreement rise up
the Textile industries within the region.

For investment strategies, Thai Textile industry should relies on comparative advantage
in international competition for each CLMV countries such as logistic, special trade agreement,
production cost and economic potential. Moreover, development strategies for the industry can
categories in four parts: 1 entrepreneur skill development 2. Supply Chain development 3. Market

positioning development and 4. Human and Technology development
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
