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Abstract

This participatory action research aims to involve communities in home-stay service
management for their sufficiency economy. Ban Thakanthong in Tambon Bansaew, Chiangsaen
District of Chiangrai, is selected as a study case. Participation in workshops, trainings, and study
tours make villagers recognize the necessity of the home-stay service management. They develop
a joint service format and guidelines for villagers and tourists which are externally evaluated as
conforming to the Tourism Development Ministry’s home-stay standards. The sufficiency
economy is proved as useful tool for villagers in balancing the economic with social impacts, and
designing the service format that is congruent to their local conditions. The participatory approach

provides villagers with opportunities for self-development, and knowledge management.
