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Abstract

This study intended 1) to assess the perceptions of Section
276 of Thai Criminal Code, and attitudes towards spousal rape among
male inhabitants of a lower northern province of Thailand, and 2) to
investigate any relationship between demographic features, e.g., age,
marital status, income, and occupation, and said attitudes through
quantitative methodology, utilizing questionnaires to collect data
among the samples of 400. The data analysis employed frequency,
mean, percentage, Pearson’s correlation coefficient, and pairwise
comparisons of means by least significant difference method at .05
statistical significance. The majority of the sample were 20 - 29 years
of age (22.8%), married (53.0%), workers for hire (30.0%), and earning
less than 15,000 per month (54.2%), mostly found to be lacking of
comprehension of Section 276 of the Criminal Code (75.0%) and
attitudes toward marital rape (X = 1.84). Their cognition, feeing, and
tendency towards such attitudes were consistently low (X = 1.80,
1.89, and 1.82, respectively). Occupation was the only correlated
factor in this case; for instance, those employed as public
servants/agents were observed to be of higher prevalence in terms of

attitudes towards spousal rape.
