The study was to explore perceptions of teachers and school administrators in
implementing schoo! curriculum and to compare the perception related to their position and sizes
of school. Samples were 542 public primary school teachers and administrators in
Nongbualumphoo Province. Multi-stage technique was used to select the sample from three
different school, sizes-small, medium and large. Research instrument was a rating scale
questionnaire. SPSS for windows was applied to compare the implementation of school
curriculum  related to respondents’ positions, and F-test was applied to compare the

implementing of school curriculum related the siges of schools.

The findings were :

1) Generally, the teachers did all work in implementing school curriculum at the
average level, except in basic curriculum management and a planning of basic curriculum
management werc at the high level.

2) The school administrators did all work in implementing school curriculum at
the high level.

3) In implementing school curriculum, the teachers in small schools did at the average
level, but the teachers in medium and large school did at the high level.

4) The work of school administrators and teachers in implementing school curriculum
were significantly different at .05 level.

5) The work of teachers in small school in making school curriculum was significantly
different at .05 level from the teachers in small and large school. But the work of teachers in

medium and large school were not different.
