The purposes of this study were 1) to study the teachers’ opinions about the
setting p rocedures and readiness in the pilot schools 9 years ¢ ompulsory e ducation
under the jurisdiction of Loei Provincial Primary Education Office 2) to compare the
teachers’ opinions about the setting procedures and readiness in those pilot schools
classified by personnel classification, school sizes, locations, and position requirements
according to the criteria of the Office of the Teacher Civil Service Commission 3) to
study the problems and some suggestions on the teachers’ opinions about procedures
and readiness in 9 years compulsory education. The subjects were 277 primary school
teachers under the jurisdiction of Loei Provincial Primary Education Office. The
instrument was a rating scale questionnaire. The collected data were analyzed by
means of SPSS program for Windows to find percentage, arithmetic mean, SD, F-test.
t-test and One-way ANOVA.

The findings were as follows :

1. Teachers’opinions about tie procedures in 9 years compulsory education,
in general, were at the high level. When individual aspects were considered, it was
found that the student security aspect was practised at the highest level and the least
was the aspect of education quality.

2. The comparison of the teachers’opinions about the procedures according
to personnel classification showed that school administrators practised more than
teachers at .05 level of significant difference.

3. The results of comparison of the teachers’ opinions about the procedures
according to school sizes showed no significant difference at the .05 level.

4. While comparison as classified by school locations, it was found that the
teachers in rural areas had significantly different opinions abcut the procedures at the
.05 level, which they had higher opinions than those working in urban schools.

5. When compared the teachers’ opinions about the procedures as classified
by position requirements according to the criteria of the Office of the Teacher Civil
Service Commission, the teachers in schools where required positions over the criteria
had higher opinion than those in schools where required positions under the cnteria.

6. Readiness in 9 years compulsory education, in general, found that teachers
were ready for it in the medium level. Considering individual aspects, it was found
that personnel aspect was readiest while materials and buildings aspect was
considered the least ready.

7. The comparison results of the teachers’opinions about the readiness
according to personnel classification showed no difference significantly at the .05
level between the readiness of administrators and teachers.

8. The results 0f comparison of the teachers’ opinions about the readiness
compared by school sizes found that teachers in large-sized schools and medium-sized
schools were considered readier than those in small-sized ones at the .05 level of
significant difference.

9. When compared the opinions about the readiness as classified by school
locations, it was found that teachers in urban areas were considered readier than those
in rural schools differently at the .05 level of significance.

10. The comparison results of the teachers’ opinions about the readiness
between the teachers in schools where required positions over the criteria were
considered readier significantly than those in schools where required positions under
the criteria at the .05 level of difference.
