The purposes of this research were : 1) to Study situations and problems
of the management of material supply in secondary schools under the jurisdiction
of Khon Kaen Educational Service Area Office 1, and 2) to compare the opinions
on the management of material supply in the schools of respondents related to their
working and years of working experiences.

Samples were 66 school administrators, 47 staffs of school material suppiy
section, and 244 teachers. Research instrument was a three-part questionnaire : part
1 and 2 were a checklist and 3 were a rating scale. Collected data were analyzed by

SPSS program for Windows to obtain percentage, mean scores and standard derivations,
and ,F - test

The findings were :

1. The situations of the total management of the material supply in the schools
were at a high level. The order of the mean scores were the management of a
preparation, a control and a maintainance respectively.

2. The problems of the management of material supply in the schools were
at a moderate level. The order of the mean scores were the management of a control,
aplanning, a maintainace, and a distribution respectively.

3. On comparison, the opinions of the respondents related to their working
status on the situations of the total management of the material supply in the
schools, the opinions of the school administrators were at a high level. When
compared all aspects of the managemeni, they were significantly different at a
level .0S. ‘

4. On comparison the opinions of the respondents related to their
working status on the problems of the total management of the material supply
in the schools, their opinions were significantly different at a level .05.

5. On comparison, the opinions of the respondents related to their years
of working experience on the situations of the total management of the
material supply in the schools, their opinions were significantly different at a
level .05, except in the management of a control.

6. On comparison, the opinions of the respondents related to their years
of working experience on the probiems of the total management of the material
supply in the schools, their opinions were significantly different at a level .05.
