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ABSTRACT TE147838

The purposes of this research were to study and compare five aspects of
administration in primary schools under the jurisdiction of Loei Provincial Primary
Education Office : human development, building and environment, resources,
development of students’ potential and the evaluation. The samples were 246
administrators and teachers in the 2002 Academic year. The research instrument was
a rating scale and checklist. The statistics used in the research include : frequencies,
Percentage, Mean, Standard deviation, t-test and F- test by using SPSS for Windows
Program.

The finding were as follows:

1) Most administrators and teachers’ opinions on inclusive education
administration were at the moderate level in every aspects.

2) The comparison of opinions about inclusive education administration,
classified by teachers of varying professional levels, and training experience, and
from varying school sizes were significantly different at the level of .05. It was found
that the administrators opinions were higher than the teachers’ who do not have. The
opinions of those who have training experience were higher than the persons who
haven’t training experience, and teachers’ opinions from large schools were higher
than those in medium and small schools ; whereas, teachers’ opinions from both
medium and small schools were the same.

3) The comparison of problems about inclusive education administration,
classified by teachers of varying professional levels, and training experience, and
from varying school sizes were significantly different at the level of .05. It was found
that the administrators problems were higher than the teachers’ who do not have. The
problems of those who have training experience were higher than the persons who
haven’t training experience, and teachers’ problems from large schools were higher
than those in medium and small schools ; whereas, teachers’ problems from both
medium and small schools were the same.
