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This study attemped to identify the current state of dormitory management and
improvement guidelines in dormitory management of welfare education schools. Four
managerial functions namely planning, organizing, leading and controlling were the studied
subjects. Three - hundred and thirty-eight dormitory teachers, students in grade ninth and tenth
who live in the school dormitories in academic year 2545 were the studied sample. Instrument
used in this study was a rating scale and open-ended questionnaire. Then the collected data were
analyzed through the applications of frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The major findings were as follows:

The application of all four managerial functions to school dormitory management were
rated at a high level by the dormitory teachers. Considering of each managerial function, it was
found that organizing was rated at a high level but planning, leading and controlling were rated at
a moderate level. Regarding the students opinion, all four managerial functions were rated at a
high level. In this case, organizing, planning and controlling were rated at a high level but
leading was indicated at a moderate level.

Regarding the school dormitory improvement guidelines as indicated by both dormitory
teachers and dormitory students, it was found that most of their opinions were synchronized. For
suggestions, dormitory policy should be made by the committee, budgetary management must be
appropriate provided for all dormitory activities; the dormitory activities for revenue raising
should be implemented; all dormitory students must take their responsibility on rights and duties
for dormitory living. For more suggestion, the administrators dormitory visitation and
supervision should be continually exercised. The dormitory problems solving and evaluation

should be operated by both dormitory teachers and dormitory students.
