The purposes of this study were : 1) to examine the practices of
fundamental education responsibilities of school boards in public primary schools
in Loet Province, and 2) to evaluate the practices amongst the school boards in
relation to committee status, school size and school location.

The population in this study is 6,795 people school boards and the
subject were 546 respondents from the school boards by multi-stage technique
random sampling. The research method of this study is a quantitative and
comparative research. The research tool is questionnaire survey that was
conducted by the research. Data were analyzed by percentage, mean score,
standard deviation, t-test and F-test statistical measurement, using SPSS for
Windows computer software program.

The findings were : 1) The school boards practices on all aspects of
fundamental education responsibilities at high level. The highest level of practice
was in the works assigned by higher authority, 2) On comparison with samples'
statuses, the opinion about the practice were significantly different. The opinion
of teachers was different from that of qualified committees, 3) On comparison
with sizes of schools, the opinion about the school practice was significantly
different from those of medium and small schools, and 4) On comparison with
school locations, the opinion about the school practice was not different.

The outcome also reflects that the practices of fundamental education
responsibilities of school boards in public primary schools in Loei Province have
been more emphasized on other special projects commanded by the administrator
than routine works. This suggests that administrators, educators, and others in
relation to the subject pay more attention to this evidence and then try to find
solution to the problem. It is believed that in the future there will be actions to
facilitate and to promote school boards that are creative and work hard for their
routine works.
