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The purposes of this research were to study self-discipline of Lei vocational
Students in terms of nine virtues and to study relations between those a virtues and
variable factors such as gender, age, educational level, learning achievement, club
membership, students’ accommodation, roommates peers, parents’ main jobs, family
income, family relationship and family care.

The sample was 400 vocational students in Lei province in 2546,
randomized by systematic random sampling. Self-report questionnaires, data
analysis, frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation were employed,
together with Chi-square analyzing relationship between independent variables and
the level of self-discipline.

Results showed 65.75 percent of vocational students behaved moderately
righteously according to nine virtues while 14.5C percent were higher. It was found
that gender, family relationship and family care affected self-discipline regarding nine
virtues with a statistical significance at .01. Students’ achievement, parents’ main
Jobs affected self-discipline concerning nine virtues with a statistical significance at
.05 while no statistical significance was found at .05 in the light of age, educational
level, club membership, students’ accommodation, sesidential mate and family
income. _

Educators and teachers should review cuiricula, methods of teaching to meet
students’ needs which influence students’ discipline and morality. Moreover, parents
should be educated considering family relationship, love, care, and warmth which
contribute to students’ integrity.
